Steps towards successful home education 
 

a. Please read Get Going 2012 and your information pack comprehensively. 
b. Kindly remove your year programme and subject advisor contact information and keep 

them on your fridge or in another visible place for quick reference. 
c. Kindly verify your invoice, packing note and package content. Please contact us within 5 

working days from receipt of your package if there is a misunderstanding or if something 
is missing. All corrections after the 5 day window period will be for your account. 

d. Kindly read the introductions to all your facilitator guides. Please ensure that you 
understand what is being said and what is expected of you. 

e. Please make sure that you understand the relationship between learning outcomes and 
assessment criteria as discussed in your facilitator guides. 

f. Kindly page through your learner and facilitator guides in order to get an overview of the 
whole term’s work. 

g. Please watch all accompanying DVD’s before your child/-ren. This will familiarise yourself 
with the content and will help with anticipating questions and answers. 

h. Create a weekly work schedule (timetable) for yourself and your children by using the 
schedule example included herein. Kindly note that this example is merely a 
recommendation. 

i. You will note that there is a daily reading period. It is recommended that you read out 
loud to your children. Read also fictional literature (good quality classics) to your children 
as well as non-fictional works such as Art, History, Geography, Science etc to your 
children. After the reading please ask your child to briefly recount in his/her own words 
the passage just read. This form of reading widens your child’s horizons, knowledge, 
vocabulary, correct language usage, improves concentration, and numerous other 
advantages. 

j. Please prepare all lessons timeously from your facilitator guide, preferably the previous 
day. Ensure that you are familiar with all brain teasers before teaching takes place so that 
you can present them in an interesting manner. It helps with the teaching if your learners’ 
curiosity has been stimulated beforehand.  

k. Allow your child to find the answers and solutions to questions him-/herself, whether it be 
in encyclopaedias, magazines or on the internet. 

l. Allow your learner to note his/her findings in his/her jotter and report on their findings 
later. 

m. After your child has given you feedback, allow him/her to complete his/her open book test 
at the end of the lesson. Remember that this is an open book test and thus your child may 
use any source to provide the best possible answer (not the Delta answer book or 
memorandum). After completion of the test please mark the test using the memorandum. 
Please jot down all marks achieved in your mark book. Kindly ensure that your child takes 
note of all corrections before proceeding with the next lesson. Your child should achieve at 
least 80% for the open book test before moving on to the next lesson. This open book 
test mark is not added to the year mark, but gives you a good understanding of your 
child’s knowledge and comprehension before continuing with the work.
